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INTRODUCTION

Established in 1847, Benton County has had a long tradition of supporting the Arts, Heritage and the
Humanities. With a heritage that dates back to the time of the Kalapuya Indians before the first Euro-
pean settlers arrived in 1845, Benton County has played an important role in the history of the state and
the region. The county seat, Corvallis, was an important early commercial center and briefly was the
state's capital in 1855.

Located at the navigable headwaters of the Willamette River, Corvallis developed into a regional
trading center and became a major stop on the Applegate Trail. In 1868, Corvallis College was desig-
nated "the agricultural college" of the State of Oregon, a land

county's five incorporated cities, along with Corvallis, Monroe, Philomath and part of Albany.

Today, Benton County's economy is diverse, based on higher education, technology, agriculture, for-
est products and other light industries. Good Samaritan Hospital and surrounding medical facilities in
Corvallis are a major regional medical center.

Benton County residents enjoy a wealth of cultural and creative activities promoted by many organi-
zations representing wide interests in the arts and the humanities. Interest in the heritage of our people,
from Kalapuya to recent arrivals, is strong. With the development of Oregon State University, Corvallis
has become a center for high-quality cultural events. Opportunities to participate in the numerous cul-
tural activities abound in virtually every community in the county.

In spite of the evolution of such a strong and diverse cultural base, much still needs to be done to
maintain and enhance culture and creativity within the county. Erosion of financial support for all as-
pects of the arts, heritage and humanities has jeopardized the continuation of many of the county's cul-
tural activities and innovative potential.

In recognition of the serious threats to culture and creativity throughout the state of Oregon, the 2001
Oregon Legislature passed the Oregon Cultural Trust Act. The trust was created to support and maintain
existing cultural resources, to provide encouragement and support for new cultural efforts and to expand
public awareness of culture and enhance opportunities to participate in cultural events. An overriding
goal of the Trust is to ensure that Oregon's cultural resources are strong and to make dynamic contribu-
tions to the quality of life and future of every Oregonian.

To ensure that such cultural resources reflect the needs and the desires of local citizens, the Trust
charged each county and tribal authority with developing its own cultural plan that:
1. defines the structure of Benton County's Cultural Coalition, which will decide how grant funds
are to be used county-wide and appoint people to be members of the Coalition
2. creates the priorities for investment, strategies for action and benchmarks for measuring achieve-
ments.



REVISION OF THE BENTON COUNTY CULTURAL PLAN

Beginning in September 2007 the Benton County Cultural Coalition worked to revise the original
Benton County Cultural Plan as is required by the Oregon Cultural Trust. The plan for revision was an-
nounced in the local press and details were posted on the Coalition’s web site. Individual surveys with
responses from over sixty people from throughout the county and group surveys received from eight
cultural organizations showed general agreement with the original plan. Many respondents suggested the
Coalition simplify and reduce the length and number of priorities and strategies to eliminate repetition.

In January of 2008 the Coalition held public meetings in Alpine, Philomath and Corvallis to review
the resulting draft and hear comments about the plan. The Coalition also invited comments on the Coa-
lition's procedures. The plan was further revised and presented first to a Coalition subcommittee and
then the full Coalition where further editorial changes were made. A final draft was approved by the full
Coalition on April 16, 2008

Numerous guilds, critique groups, a Chautauqua program Survey Respondent
and music groups add to the county's cultural opportunities. Music groups include the Corvallis Folklore
Society, Corvallis Youth Symphony, Heart of the Valley Children's Choir, Opera Theater Corvallis,
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Chamber Music Corvallis and Corvallis Repertory Singers as well as programs developed by branches
of the public library, Benton Center of Linn-Benton Community College, departments of Parks and Rec-
reation and Oregon State University.

Popular outdoor festivals expand Benton County's cultural menu. The Benton County Fair, daVinci
Days, Corvallis Fall Festival, King's Valley Shrewsbury Renaissance Fair, Philomath Frolic and the
Summit Talent Show all attract enthusiastic large crowds.

With the recent addition of its Riverfront Commemorative Park, Corvallis has a growing collection of
public art. The county is also home to a large number of individuals working in many cultural profes-
sions.

Oregon State University is a major cultural asset to the county. The university's many cultural re-
sources include its multi-cultural student body, staff and faculty as well as its music programs, Craft
Center, exhibitions, plays, lectures and cross-cultural events. All are open to the public. The Corvallis-
OSU Symphony offers a rich variety of quality music for the entire county, including an annual Young
People’s concert. The university also has a large public art collection, partly as a result of the state's One
Percent for Art program. The art collection hanging in the Valley Library is particularly notable as are
the changing exhibits at the LaSells Stewart Center on the campus.

Benton County, which for decades was almost exclusively of European heritage, now has an increas-
ingly ethnically diverse population that adds greatly to the cultural richness of the area.

IDENTIFIED CULTURAL BARRIERS

In spite of the diversity and richness of the county's cultural offerings, barriers do exist to maintaining
and enhancing those offerings. Virtually all the county's major cultural institutions are under-funded.
This is, in part, a result of the competition by a large number of cultural programs for funds within a
county with a relatively small population and few large businesses. Cultural programs are often the first
to be reduced or eliminated when state and county budgets are tight. The county's public schools, Ore-

gon State University and public cultural institutions such as

In addition, many people are unaware of the existence of
many of the range and number of cultural opportunities in Benton County. Although the staff at various
cultural non-profits and the Corvallis Benton County Public Library work hard to fill the information
gap in the arts with their newsletters and web sites, more coordinated cross-referencing of information is
needed for culture as a whole. Some county residents have commented that information about many
OSU public cultural offerings is unavailable to them. They also say that many of the historic sites, pub-
lic art and the cultural past are unknown to them. The local newspaper makes an effort to inform the
public about cultural opportunities but due to limited circulation and lack of funds, it sometimes fails to
print information about programs that count on the local press for publicity. There are no local television
stations and local radio does not seem to provide a useful communication outlet for promotion and pub-
licity.



PRIORITIES AND STRATEGIES TO ENHANCE PUBLIC ARTS,
HERITAGE AND HUMANITIES IN BENTON COUNTY

VISION: An active cultural life throughout Benton County with high-quality
cultural experiences, accessible to everyone.

The Benton County Cultural Coalition exists to preserve and strengthen culture for the benefit of all
citizens of our county. It serves as an advocate for culture and does not compete with existing cultural
organizations for funds, volunteers, or attention. We have identified the following priorities and strate-
gies to achieve this vision during the next five years. The priorities represent a synthesis of comments
collected at public meetings and responses to widely distributed questionnaires. The plan defines each
priority, lists three strategies to effect change and provides benchmarks to be used in measuring the suc-
cessful implementation of these strategies.

PRIORITY A: Strengthen education in arts, humanities and heritage to reach the diverse popula-
tion of Benton County.

Strategies:

* Encourage residents to understand, participate in and value their cultural heritage

* Encourage the effective dissemination of information about cultural resources and activities

* Encourage support of the Oregon Cultural Trust

Quantitative Benchmarks:

* Support five or more quality programs that educate the public about culture each year

* Support new coordinated efforts to disseminate information about cultural resources and activi-
ties

e Offer annually at least one presentation or event to inform the public about The Oregon Cultural
Trust

Qualitative Benchmarks:

* Increased public participation in and understanding of culture

* Increased public awareness of the county's cultural opportunities

* Increased number of county people donating more dollars to the Oregon Cultural Trust

PRIORITY B: Strengthen infrastructure needed for culture.
Strategies:
* Support facility needs of cultural programs
* Support preservation of public historic buildings and sites
* Support beautification of public spaces
Quantitative Benchmarks:
* Provide financial assistance for one or more cultural facility each year
* Provide financial assistance and public support for up to four historic buildings or sites over the
next five years
* Provide financial assistance for one or more beautification projects each year
Qualitative Benchmarks:
* Increased ability of cultural groups to produce quality programs
* Increased public awareness of and support for historic sites and structures
* Increased number of beautification projects.



PRIORITY C: Strengthen financial support of existing cultural programs.

Strategies:

* Grant funds only to 501(c)(3) organizations

* Grant funds for collaboration with new and existing partners

* Grant funds that encourage participation by both rural and city residents

Quantitative Benchmarks:

* Provide financial assistance through competitive grants to six or more 501(c)(3) cultural organi-
zations each year

* Provide at least half of all grants each year to proposals which involve collaborations

* Provide one or more grants which involve taking a Corvallis-based cultural program into the
county's rural areas or bringing rural residents into Corvallis

* Make an average of two grants a year to rural programs

Qualitative Benchmarks:

* Increased ability of 501(c)(3) cultural groups and their partners to produce quality programs

* Increased collaboration between groups

* Increased participation in cultural activities



THE BENTON COUNTY CULTURAL COALITION

The purpose of the Cultural Coalition is to encourage cultural and creative development in Benton
County. The Coalition is affiliated with the State of Oregon Cultural Trust. It is responsible for all mat-
ters pertaining to the distribution in Benton County of funds provided by the Oregon Cultural Trust in
accordance with state guidelines. Using the priorities, strategies and benchmarks found in the Benton
County Cultural Plan, the Coalition evaluates, selects and funds proposals for the granting of funds and
then monitors and evaluates all grants.

Membership

The Coalition consists of fifteen members representing three major aspects of Benton County culture:
arts, heritage and humanities. At least seven of its members are non-Corvallis residents of the county.
(Appendix A)

The term of office for each member is two years with the possibility of two successive reappoint-
ments. Appointments are staggered so that eight members are selected one year and seven the following
year. Terms start at the beginning of the county's fiscal year, July 1. New members are chosen by the
Coalition.

Conflict of Interest
All members of the Coalition are to abide by the Conflict of Interest Policy (Appendix A).
Officers

Officers of the coalition are selected by the Coalition members and consist of a Chair, Vice-Chair,
Secretary and Treasurer. The Chair presides over all Coalition meetings; in the absence of the chair, the
Vice-Chair presides. The Chair is chosen from those who have served on the Coalition for at least one
year. The Vice-Chair oversees the evaluation of proposals and granting of funds. The Secretary and
Treasurer are responsible for all minutes and financial records respectively.

Appendix A contains contact information for the 15 members serving from July 1, 2007 through June
30, 2008.

Committees

There is a Grants Committee, chaired by the Coalition Vice-Chair, responsible for proposal and grant
procedures. All grants require the approval of a majority of the full Coalition.

A Nominating Committee nominates members for the normal rotation of Coalition members and at
such times as a vacancy on the Coalition may occur. The Nominating Committee solicits new members
from all of Benton County through an annual call for members on its web site, in the local papers and
from county 501(c)(3) organizations. The Coalition will inform the Oregon Cultural Trust of changes in
Coalition membership.

Other committees may be formed as needed. These committees will be chaired by a member of the
Cultural Coalition and may include citizens who are not members of the Coalition.

Review

The Coalition will review and amend the Benton County Cultural Plan every five years utilizing in-
formation from the annual reports submitted by organizations receiving Coalition grants, public input
and input from county 501(c)(3) organizations.

The Coalition will review and may amend these policies and procedures at least every two years.



Grant Procedure

Funds are available annually from the Oregon Cultural Trust. The funds are distributed annually to
Benton County cultural organizations on the basis of competitive proposals. The Benton County Board
of Commissioners serves as the fiscal agent for these funds.

Over a five-year period the funds have been distributed as equitably as possible among groups sup-
porting the Arts, Heritage and Humanities.

In early September the Coalition announces the availability of funds from the Oregon Cultural Trust
and calls for letters of intent outlining the concept, nature and general objectives of each proposed pro-
ject. These letters are no more than one typewritten page in length.

After reviewing Letters of Intent, the Coalition invites Full Proposals from those organizations whose
projects best support the goals of the Coalition. The Coalition announces a pre-Thanksgiving deadline
for receipt of these proposals. The Grants Committee reviews each Full Proposal and then awards funds
within six weeks of the proposal deadline.

Any 501(c)(3) cultural organization is eligible to submit proposals for funding and may partner with
another organization or individual, including those that are not 501(c)(3) qualified. Funds granted in any
given year may be expended over as long as a two-year period depending on the nature of the project
and as stated in the grant proposal. Organizations funded through the proposal/grant process submit an
annual report on how grant funds have been expended.

An announcement of available funds is made annually and includes the total amount, the dollar limit
for the year's grant cycle, proposal deadline, date of distributions of funds and proposal guidelines. Pro-
posals must comply with Oregon Cultural Trust requirements and must be submitted on, or accompanied
by, the Benton County Cultural Coalition grant application form. (Appendix B.)

Proposal Guidelines:
1. Only 501(c)(3) cultural organizations are eligible to receive funds.
2. Proposals must include:
A statement of goals and objectives
b. The strategy for achieving the goals and objectives

c. Benchmarks for assessing the progress toward and/or the achievement of the goals and
objectives

d. A proposed budget



ACTIVITIES OF THE BENTON COUNTY CULTURAL COALITION 2005-2008

Since its creation under the terms of the original Benton County Cultural Plan, the Benton County
Cultural Coalition has been active in several areas. Our main activity has been the issuance of grants
with monies provided by the Oregon Cultural Trust.

We have also created a web site (www.bentonculture.org), that lists our activities, our grant recipients
and a Coalition-created roster of cultural organizations in Benton County (Appendix C). Our tracking
shows the number of site visits over the last eighteen months (Appendix D). We also sponsor an arts and
culture booth at the annual Corvallis Fall Festival. We have developed a public relations kit that is dis-
tributed to all grant recipients and that includes information and promotional materials for both the Coa-
lition and the Trust. The kit has both print and electronic copies of advertising pieces, logos, form letters
and background material.

One of our most successful projects has been the annual creation of a bookmark that lists our grant
recipients on one side and has an image of cultural significance on the other. The bookmarks are distrib-
uted through libraries, schools and bookshops in the county as well as to our grant recipients.

We continue to promote the Trust through a growing list of appearances at civic organizations and in
our contacts with grant-receiving groups. We have been gratified by the annual increase in Benton
County residents’ contributions to the Trust and note that in the most recent figures from the Trust,
Benton County has the highest per-capita contributions of any Oregon county (Appendix E).

In 2008, we included public presentation of our grant checks at hearings held for our Cultural Plan
revision process. We also issue news releases to the Corvallis Gazette-Times inviting grant proposals,
announcing grant recipients and giving information about the Trust. The Arts Center and the Benton
County Historical Museum also print Coalition news releases in their newsletters.

We make an effort to alternate our Coalition meetings between ones held in Corvallis and ones held
in other parts of the county. We are consistent in keeping our membership current and in being true to
our goals of having members from various cultural specialties and different geographic areas in the
county.

Over the past four years, we have given 54 grants to 26 organizations. Our grants have totaled
$30,475, or 86% of the money allocated by the Trust. In the last three grant cycles, the average has been
90% of our allocation. Only one grant recipient has failed to complete the funded project and it has re-
turned the grant money to the Coalition. The list of our grant recipients follows.
